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You will be able to come away with a completed (or nearly completed) broach of your own design

made from organze, fabric and beads.

This way of knitting with designer wool is a very quick way to make a scarf.  Its simple when you

know how to do it.  The crafter will need to know how to knit and will use arms in place of knitting

pins.
